Introduction

Water, energy and food are inextricably
linked. There are many synergies between
water, energy and food production.

Nexus issues span multiple scales from
local to global. Comparative studies
highlight the role of cross-cutting issues
such as land use, social, economic, and
ecosystem services (Figure 1).

So far issues related to food, energy and
water are addressed in isolation within
sectoral boundaries. Integrative
approaches are vital to achieve sustainable
outcomes; but are often lacking

New decision support tools are needed to
ensure the co-benefits and trade-offs are
considered between these sectors.

Research Questions
What are the challenges and solutions to
using systems based integrative concepts?

What do we learn about relationships
between water, energy, and food when our
systems based integrative approach is
applied?
